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This Beautiful Fantastic — Review

A contemporary fairy tale revolving around
the unlikely of friendship between a
reclusive young woman with dreams of
being a children's book author and set
against the backdrop of a beautiful garden
in the heart of London. Bella Brown (Jessica
Brown Findlay) is a beautifully quirky young
woman who dreams of writing and

illustrating a successful children's book.
When she is forced by her landlord to deal
with her neglected garden or face eviction, she meets her nemesis, match and mentor in Alfie
Stephenson (Tom Wilkinson), a grumpy, loveless, rich old man who lives next door and happens
to be an amazing horticulturist.

It's a sweet story about total opposites
developing a bond. With its quirky
characters, romantic subplot, fantasy
elements and wry humour, it has the feel of
a low-budget British Amélie. Melodramatic
and predictable, the performances from the
leads, and supporting cast, (Andrew Scott as
hayfever-suffering Irish chef, Vernon;
Jeremy Irvine as a batty mechanical-bird

inventor; Anna Chancellor as Bella’s strict
library-rule enforcing boss), ensure it bobs along pleasantly enough, as Bella is encouraged by
Alfie to branch out into the natural world of her garden’s “beautifully ordered chaos.”

Slow but sweet, clichéd but charming, if whimsy is your thing you’ll dig this offbeat, comedic,
family-friendly, flight of fancy about friendship, finding yourself and blooming flower metaphors.
